By Law Change

Brethren, the dues raised just covers Blue Lodge expenses which include Grand Lodge assessments, office and postage, rituals and ceremonial supplies and dinners leaving no money to cover Masonic activities such as installation, veterans’ night, Table Lodge, Special Ladies Night and other events.  The cost of these events can run between $1,000 and $1,500.


We need to discuss several options to solve this problem.

1) Raise dues from $30 to $40

2) Currently we pain Grand Lodge assessment and waive Lodge dues for 50 year veterans or 25 year veterans who are 80 or older (we are the only Lodge in the state that does both).  The other Lodges waive dues but have members pay the Grand Lodge assessments.

3) Raise the membership application fee from the current level of $75.  It costs the Lodge $98 to raise a member.  Grand Lodge assessments are $38, apron $25, booklets $5 and Bible $30 or $32 depending upon quantity ordered.  This does not include Lodge dues or free dinners.

All or any options will require by-law changes because the by laws state the set amounts.  Hopefully we can amend the by laws so that the Lodge can change the amounts without going through by law changes.
